Church 
A church is a public place of worship, 

usually for people of the Christian 
religion. 

• Mary was engaged to be married to Joseph. An 
angel, called the angel Gabriel, visited Mary to 
tell her that she was going to have a special 
baby. The angel said that the baby would be 
God’s son and that she should call him Jesus. 

• When the baby was born, Shepherds watching 
over their sheep on a hillside near Bethlehem 
were surprised when an angel appeared.
